I.

All applications are considered on a rolling basis, and we advise that you apply early. The application fee of $15 allows us to process our growing number of applications, and is submitted at the end of the application.

Instructions: The written application contains 4 parts: Biographical Information, 5 Free Response Essays, Updated Resume/CV, and Electronic Signature. To apply to become a Learning Enterprises volunteer, please complete all parts of the application fully. After completing your application, please email it as an attachment to applications@learningenterprises.org. Please format the subject line of your email as follows: UNIVERSITY_FIRST CHOICE PROGRAM_LAST NAME. Please attach both the completed application form and your resume saved as .doc files with the same title: UNIVERSITY_FIRST CHOICE PROGRAM_LAST NAME.

Application Fee: In 2-3 business days you will receive a confirmation email for the receipt of your application. Attached you will find a Google Checkout invoice for the $15 application fee. After payment is received, we will send you a second confirmation email and your application will be processed for review. After your application is reviewed, a Campus Director will contact you with further instructions.

NOTE: Incomplete applications will not be processed. Applications will not be processed until receipt of the application fee.
